Stop 13:   Legislative Correspondents Hallway 

NARRATOR:
This corridor is known as the Legislative Correspondents Hallway.   Office space is provided for reporters who cover the Capitol for the wire services and various newspapers.  At the turn of the century, their corridor was jokingly referred to as “Park Row,” which was the great newspaper street of New York City at that time.  When telephone service was installed, reporters would rush to a bank of phones with the latest breaking stories.  Today, of course, cell phones and e-mail do the job.

Before proceeding down the corridor, look behind you for another view of the Senate stairway’s cathedral-inspired, circular “Rose window” carving—the Rose window.
