ANTICIPATED SALES VOLUMES:

Customers:  Anticipated customers are NYC Dept. of Citywide Administrative Services (DCAS), NYC Health and Hospitals Corporation, as well as hospitals and nursing homes all over NYS

Annual Sales $:  Estimated volumes taken from the OGS Medical and Laboratory Supplies IFB (#22563) suggest we can anticipate approximately 30,000 cases collectively or approximately $1,000,000 annually in sales. This is based on a 10% portion of the potential sales volume as expressed in the IFB for all of NYS.

LABOR INFORMATION:

Basing a standard year on 7.5 hours per day, 5 days per week, 50 weeks per year (2wks vacation) = 1875 hours

Est. annual direct labor hours to produce this commodity line:  2,288 / 1875 =  1.22 FTEs
Est. annual blind labor hours to produce this commodity line:   1,525 / 1875 =  0.81 FTEs

The majority of the direct labor on this commodity line will be performed by employees who are blind as per statutory requirement when the total number of employees is 10 or fewer.  Across all offerings, CABVI and NYSPSP for people who are blind still maintain a direct labor ratio of 75% blind labor.
Labor Steps:  Employees will receive the product in bulk from the supplier into the warehouse, pack it into appropriate case quantities, creating labels, labeling the cases and preparing them to be shipped to the customer.
