New York State affected entities must convert 100% of their light-duty, non-emergency
fleet to zero emission vehicles (ZEV) by 2035. A ZEV is defined as either a battery
electric vehicle (BEV), plug-in hybrid vehicle (PHEV), or a hydrogen-fuel cell vehicle.
Extended-range electric vehicles (E-REVs) can be considered a type of PHEV for the
purposes of fleet electrification.

This resource is for fleet managers at affected entities procuring new vehicles. The list
includes a sample of BEVs, PHEVs and E-REVs sorted by OGS business case definitions.
For a more comprehensive list of BEVs and PHEVs available on OGS contract, please
download this spreadsheet. At least 8% of ZEV purchases by New York State agencies in
2026 shall be of vehicles with final assembly in the United States, per the State Finance
Law 163-c waiver.
